	Presentation Summary
	The introduction to the Ethos Statement of Anglican Schools in the Province of Queensland from October 1996 makes its starting point the assumption that 'Anglican schools will be like the Anglican Church'. Anglican schools then, exist in a state of relationship with the church that gives them their name of Anglican. 'Ethical Christian Governance' needs to account for the relationship that schools have with the church that has brought them into existence and in which they remain in continued relationship today.

Rowan Williams, the Archbishop of Canterbury, speaks for a growing approach in contemporary Christian ethics when he locates the ethical decision in an understanding of the nature of the Body of Christ. He gives a crisp  picture of  what this is like, 'An ethic of the body of Christ asks that we first examine how any proposed action or proposed style or policy of action measures up to two concerns: how does it manifest the selfless holiness of God in Christ? And how can it serve as a gift that builds up the community called to show that holiness in its corporate life?' This is the fundamental ethical challenge to our governance in Anglican Schools.

In 1992 Geraldine began presenting ‘Life Matters”, a new ABAC Radio National program which set out to cover the full gamut of social issues in everyday life.  In 2002 the program was extended to two hours each weekday, still focused on everything from the joys and challenges of being a parent to subjects of education, health, family relationships, and work.  In 1998, she became host of ABC TV’s Compass program, which looks at issues of spirituality, philosophy and belief every Sunday evening.

In 2004 Geraldine joined ABC Local Radio to host Sunday Profile – the ‘Inside Story” before returning to Radio National in 2005 to present ‘Saturday Extra with Geraldine Doogue’.  In 2000 Geraldine was awarded a Churchill Fellowship for social and cultural reporting. In 2003 she was recognised with an Officer in the Order of Australia for services to the community and media.
